In 2011 El Paso County marks its sesquicentennial. For almost 150
years El Paso County has been providing government services ran
from public safety and transportation to real estate records and
marriage licenses. County archives include documentation for
property sales involving the earliest settlers who came to the area.

grown by indigents who were staying at the County Poor Farm.
Official records document births, deaths, real estate transactions,
marriages, public meetings, criminal investigations and much more
dating back to a time when gold miners and homesteaders were the
backbone of our community.

El Paso County was created in 1859 by the Jefferson Territorial
Legislature, which wanted to breakaway from the Kansas and
Nebraska Territories. But the Jefferson Territory was never officially
sanctioned by the United States government and, in February of 18
James Buchanan signed into existence the Colorado Territory. El P
County was one of the original 12 counties organized by the Colora
Territorial government.

The functions and responsibilities of the Board of County
Commissioners, Sheriff, Coroner, District Attorney, Clerk and
Recorder, Treasurer, Assessor and Surveyor are all defined by stat
laws. Counties must operate jails, provide and maintain suitable
courthouses and office facilities for the District Attorney. They must
provide welfare services and are responsible for the proper conduc
elections, the collection of taxes for other political subdivisions withi
their boundaries, and the administration of many programs and
services mandated by both the State and Federal governments.

Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program
Funded through the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development
(HUD), the CDBG Program offers local governments and their citizens the
opportunity to address a wide range of unigue community development nee
focused primarily on lowand moderaténcome residents. In 2009, El Paso
County was approved to receive HUD funding for planned CDBG prajects
including street and sidewalk/infrastructure improvements, access to public
services and facilities, economic development and affordable housing.

El Paso County has an unfortunate notoriety for its high

incidence of substance abuse in comparison to State and

national figures. Coinciding with this serious social and
health issue is the Countyds |
support services and facilities for chronic alcohol and drug
addictions, which was compounded by the closure of the

regional Lighthouse detox facility early in 2009 largely

due to shrinking funding from financially strapped

community partners. In late February of 2009, dozens of
representatives from government agencies;profit

organizations, health care and substance recovery groups,

law enforcement, emergency response and citiaelasge
filled the County Commi ssioner
their concerns over continued treatment and care for a large
number of individuals battling or impacted by substance

abuse throughout the County.

Resulting from this gathering and numerous other private

and public discussions relatec
abuse problem was an initiati.\
Office & championed by the County Commissioners and

other local official®d to build and operate a new detox

facility in tandem with their jail expansion. The new

40-bed substance abuse treatment center opened in

December 2009 and will be funded primarily through

renewed contracts and contributions from the local hospital
systems, the State of Colorado, Pikes Peak United Way

and other local public service agencies. Building costs for

the Criminal Justice Center expansion antanise detox

center were covered by Immigration and Customs
Enforcement (1 CE) funding that
for jailing undocumented inmates.

Fund was created by the County Commissione
1990 to help develop sheerm and longange |§
plans concerning hazardous waste, environme
education and recycling in the County. All fundif
comes entirely from service charges collected :
three landfills in EI Paso County.

The El Paso County Household Hazardous Waste Facility, located at 3z
Akers Drive, is where the citizens of El Paso and Teller counties can
properly dispose of their household chemical waste, electronic equipme
and medical waste. Homebound citizens can request to have their hous
hold hazardous waste products picked up.

I n addition, the Solid Waste Dis
sponsors the seasonal Black Forest Wildfire Mitigation Program, as
well as a yearound yard waste collection program. It also provides the
public with information through flyers available at the facility;te

facility tours, community outreach programs and on the County website
(www.elpasoco.com). Educational resources include publishing a
recycling directory designed to assist residents in locating businesses tr
recycle materials and products other than those accepted at the facility.

Transportation Proj

Utilizing Pikes Peak Rural Transportation Authority

(PPRTA) funding via a onpercent sales tax approved

by voters in 2004 to address critical road, bridge and
transportation needs, El Pas
division literally has been pounding the pavement to

upgrade major roadways identified by PPRTA to
accommodate increased and expanded vehicle traffic.

Major road projects completed or near completion in
2009 include: South Academy, Baptist Road, Akers
Drive, Struthers Road and the Woodmen Road
Expressway. Finalized in June 2009, the Woodmen
project expanded the prominent eastst corridor to four
lanes and represents a true collaborative effort with the
City of Colorado Springs, Woodmen Road Metropolitan
District, Colorado Department of Transportation,
Federal Highway Administration and the citizens of

El Paso County.

Future PPRTA projects in El Paso County include

Hodgen, Marksheffel, Meridian, County Line and Judge

Orr road. The Countyds annua
approximately $14.5 million, depending on individual

project start and completion schedules. El Paso County

has more than 2,000 laimailes of paved and unpaved

roadways requiring routine maintenance and/or upgrades.

and departments stemming from revenue shortages,
Environmental Services remains a key outreach program

to our citizens® including countywide recycling efforts

to reduce landfill use and the harmful effects of chemical
and biological pollutants. T
Hazardous Waste Collection Facility, located at 3255

Akers Drive, accepts a variety of residenbalsed

hazardous products, such as paints, lawn and garden
chemicals, cleaning agents, vehicle fluids, batteries and
electronics. Beginning in September 2009, the County
expanded its approved waste collection items to include
homeuse medical needles/sharps to address a growing
number of citizens utilizing horeased and self

administered health care and maintenance options.

The Household Waste Collection Facility serves more
than 11,000 residences annually. In 2009, the facility
recycled over 239,000 pounds of electronic waste, 62,000
gallons of paint, 8,700 pounds of household batteries and
1,900 gallons of antifreeze. The facility also diverted

over 500 drums of toxic materials from local landfills to

an EPAcertified incinerator for proper disposal. Days

and hours of operation are Mond&kursday, from

7 a.m. to 5 p.m., and the second Saturday of each month
from 9 a.m. to 1 p.m.

and staff consistently pursue timely, innovative and-cost
saving measures to ensure successful and sustained services
faor—eogtt=—CI ti zens. One sugh i
restructuring of use tax assessment and collection processes
related to taxes on construction and building materials,

which was introduced in April 2009. Prior to this date,

County use tax collections involved both the City of

Colorado Springs and Colorado Department of Revenue.

This patchwork process caused confusion for building
contractors and vendors, and did not ensure that use taxes
were appropriately recovered or reimbursed back to the
Countyd encouraging some builders to purchase and ship
materials from outside the State to avoid paying the

Count y O-approved; dnqeecent use tax.

Spearheaded by Commissioner Jim Bensberg and supported
by the Colorado Springs Housing and Building Association,
the new procedure utilizes the Regional Building

Department to coordinate the collection of Cownigle use

tax when building plans and permits are issued. Audits also
are conducted by the County rather than the State or City,
ensuring that collected revenues remain and airevested

in the County. The revised system offers building

contractors several options for paying and verifying use
taxes, all subject to auditing:

Option 1: Contractors charged use tax applying formula
that values the cost of building materials at 40% of total
construction expenses, paid when permit is granted.

Option 2: Contractors keep all receipts for building
materials and use tax is calculated and collected during
the final building inspection or issuance of a certificate
of occupancy.

Option 3: Contractors purchase materials and pay regular

sales tax in lieu of the use tax. 10

With strong support and involvement from the Board of
Commissioners, El Paso County launched a free
prescription discount program in July 20®9sponsored

by the National Association of Counties (NACo) and
made available to all County residents, regardless of age,
income, health status or existing health coverage. There
is no cost to the County, tax payers or consumers to
participate in the program, and no enrollment forms,
membership fees or use restrictions apply. In addition to
over 80 local participating pharmacies, the prescription
discount card is accepted at nearly 59,000 locations
nationwided  offering card carriers savings on
medications averaging almost 23%, with some
prescription savings reaching as high a$0%.

Since the programds inductic
distributed tens of thousands of discount cards in
collaboration with County offices and community

partnersd including the Pikes Peak Library District,

Pikes Peak Workforce Center, Department of Human
Services and Health Department. The prescription

discount card also is available online at:

www.elpasoco.com.

An estimated 80,000 El Paso County residents are
uninsured or underinsured, and other residents may
require medications not
current health plans. In 2009, nearly 3,000 citizens
utilized the prescription discount card and saved more
than $62,000 over retail costs for their medications.

The Engineering Group oversees the design and

construction of road projects, completes surveying and inspection
services, oversees the stormwater management program, performs
traffic operations efforts and completes lenagge traffic planning.

In addition to Road and Bridge funds, capital and maintenance road
projects are also financially supported by the Pikes Peak Rural
Transportation Authority (PPRTA). The County Engineer oversees all
activities performed by the Transportation Division.

The Fleet Division is responsible for the maintenance of approximately
1,040 pieces of equipment ranging from tandem dump trucks to mowe
that are used by most departments to complete County operations.
